NOTICE OF FINDING OF NO SIGNFICANT IMPACT (FONSI)
Project Title: Elm Street Storm Sewer Project 

Project Number: 796PR26-20 
Purpose and Need: The Village of New York Mills will utilize a $490,000 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) grant to replace antiquated storm sewer line in the village. The Elm Street Storm Sewer Project will replace antiquated storm sewer, undersized clay piping and manholes, which have caused flooding in the village for decades. The majority of the target area storm system is clay pipe and severely undersized. The system of obsolete pipes traverses through residential neighborhoods, and portions of the Central Business District - Main Street. Frequent flooding in several residential and commercial areas have occurred. 
Location: The project begins on Elm Street and continues “downstream” and encompasses work on Main Street and adjacent areas. A detailed map is available at the Village Office.
Project Description: Portions of the existing storm sewer shall be removed and replaced with a larger conduit. Route of new conduit will follow approximate route of existing storm sewer. Sizes anticipated to range between 4x4 box and 30" diameter conduit. Approximate length of new conduit(s) is 800 LF. 

Project Issues: Project will increase storm water capacity by greater than 20%. Due to age of the conduit and increased frequency of storm events, structural problems and resulting flooding are expected to become more frequent. The unit cost of a small repair is typically more expensive than a total replacement due to significant mobilization charges incurred. A repair only restores the affected existing conduit cross-section. Significant hydraulic capacity issues remain, system wide, and are discussed in the Engineers Report, which is on file and available at the Village Office.
Mitigation Measures/Conditions/Permits: None required. 
Estimated Project Cost: The total project cost is not expected to exceed $590,000. The project budget includes $490,000 of CDBG funding and up to $100,000 of funding through the Village of New York Mills.
FINDING OF NO SIGNIFICANT IMPACT (FONSI)
The Village of New York Mills has determined that the project will have no significant impact on the human environment, and that no significant, unmitigatable, negative impacts exist. Therefore, an Environmental Impact Statement under the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 (NEPA) is not required.  Additional project information is contained in the Environmental Review Record (ERR) on file at 1 Maple Street, New York Mills, NY 13417 and may be examined or copied weekdays 9A.M to 4P.M.

PUBLIC COMMENTS AND COMMENT PERIOD
Any individual, group, or agency may submit written comments on the ERR to the Village of New York Mills to the attention of Mayor Ernie Talerico.  All comments received on or before March 8, 2022, will be considered by the Village prior to authorizing submission of a request for release of funds.
